Nassaney Program Of The Year: Women’s Lacrosse

This year in conjunction with our NCAA CHAMPS/Life Skills program the Bryant Athletic De-
partment initiated the Nassaney Program of the Year. The Nassaney Program of the Year recog-
nizes the Bryant varsity athletic team which best demonstrates a balanced achievement across the
“Life Skills Elements of Excellence” in the classroom, playing arena and in the commu-
nity. Teams and members of teams are awarded points for achievement in each of those areas.
The Student-Athlete Advisory Council (SAAC) added a category for the most spirited support and
designed targeted "Spirit Game" events for each team in the fall, winter and spring.

The goal of this initiative is to draw upon the competitive nature of student-athletes to motivate
them to be engaged activities will enrich their student-athlete experience, while incorporating
Shawn's legacy by having it become synonymous with the complete student-athlete who strives for
excellence in their lives everyday.
